        Grade 1 Post Activity: Fill in the Blanks!



Objective:  1.03 Observe the ways in which humans are similar to other organisms.  1.05 Discuss the wide variety of living things on Earth.

Instructions:  Students will complete each animal by drawing in the missing body parts.  For the second part, students will compare each animal to a human and match the animals to the shared human characteristic.  

Background:  Adaptations are genetically determined characteristics that increase an organism’s chance of survival in a given environment.  Adaptations can be behavioral, physiological, and structural.  This activity focuses on the structural adaptations of several animals your students may encounter while visiting the aquarium.  Each of these animals is genetically designed to thrive in their habitat.  Examples include pinchers, webbed feet, fins, fur, and wings.  Structural adaptations are sometimes unique to an organism, but are often common amongst organisms found in the same habitat (fins on aquatic organisms) or organisms of the same classification groups (families, classes).  While at the aquarium students should take notice of not only the animals but also of the habitats occupied by the animals.   As humans we share characteristics with many of the animals presented in this activity.  The second part of this activity asks students to match those animals to the shared characteristic on a human body.
